|. TO RESCUE US FROM OUR SIN.

A. Sin is anything we do that is below the perfection of God.
B. Sinis an act.

C. Sinis an attitude.

D. Sin is a thought cherished.

E. Jesus came to rescue us from the penalty of sin in our past.

Romans 6:23 (NIV) “For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life
in Christ Jesus our Lord.”

F. Jesus came to rescue us from the power of sin in our present.

Romans 7:24-25 (NLT) “Oh, what a miserable person | am! Who will free me from
this life that is dominated by sin? 25 Thank God! The answer is in Jesus Christ our
Lord.”
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1John 1:9 (NIV) “If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us
our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness.”

G. Jesus came to rescue us from the presence of sin in our future.

1John 3:2 (NLT) “Yes, dear friends, we are already God's children, and we can't
even imagine what we will be like when Christ returns. But we do know that when he
comes we will be like him, for we will see him as he really is.”

Il.  TO RESCUE US FOR OUR PURPOSE.

Matthew 10:39 (NLT) “If you cling to your life, you will lose it; but if you give it up
for Me, you will find it.”

Matthew 10:39 (MSG) “If your first concern is to look after yourself, you'll never find
yourself. But if you forget about yourself and look to Me, you'll find both yourself and
Me.”

1 Corinthians 9:24-26 (TLB) “You must run in such a way that you will win. [25] All
athletes practice strict self-control. They do it to win a prize that will fade away, but
we do it for an eternal prize. [26] So | run straight to the goal with purpose in every
step. I fight to win.”

2 Thessalonians 1:11 (MSG) “Because we know that this extraordinary day is just
ahead, we pray for you all the time—pray that our God will make you fit for what he's
called you to be...”

1 Corinthians 4:1-2: (NIV) "So then, men ought to regard us as servants of Christ and
as those entrusted with the secret things of God. [2] Now it is required that those
who have been given a trust must prove faithful."

Ephesians 2:10 (TLB) “It is God himself who has made us what we are and given us

new lives from Christ Jesus; and long ages ago he planned that we should spend
these lives in helping others.”

lll. TO RESCUE US TO A FOREVER RELATIONSHIP.

A. If you are trying to live your life without God, you are at war with God.

B. A provision has been made to heal that broken relationship.

Isaiah 53:6 (NKJV) “All we like sheep have gone astray; We have turned, every one,
to his own way; And the LORD has laid on Him (Jesus, the Messiah) the iniquity of us
all.”
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2 Corinthians 5:19 (NCV) “God was in Christ, making peace between the world and
Himself. In Christ God did not hold the world guilty of its sins. And He gave us this
message of peace.”

Romans 5:10 (NCV) “While we were God’s enemies, he made friends with us through
the death of His Son. Surely, now that we are His friends, He will save us through His
Son’s life.”

C. We can make peace with God through trusting in Christ alone for our salvation.

Notes:

Romans 5:1 (NKJV) “Therefore, having been justified by faith, we have peace with
God through our Lord Jesus Christ,...”

Ephesians 2:8-9 (NCV) “...You have been saved by grace through believing. You
did not save yourselves; it was a gift from God. It was not the result of your own
efforts....”

Job 22:21 (NCV) “Obey God and be at peace with him; this is the way to happiness.”

Philippians 4:6-7 (NIV) “Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything, by
prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, present your requests to God. 7 And the
peace of God, which transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts and your
minds in Christ Jesus.”

Isaiah 26:3-4 (NIV) “You will keep in perfect peace him whose mind is steadfast,
because he trusts in you. 4 Trust in the LORD forever, for the LORD, the LORD, is the
Rock eternal.”
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
